The Official Dedication and opening of St. Thomas the Apostle Church took place on November 30th, 1986, with a
Solemn Mass celebrated that day by Cardinal Gerald Emmett Carter during the Pastorship of Fr. Basil Breen. We
therefore wish to begin the Fortieth Year of Dedication our Parish Church with a Solemn Mass at 12.00 noon on
Sunday November 9th, 2025.
